· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s K1 at the Australian Championships.

2. Illawarra Trophy (WK1) 
Donated by Messrs Walsh, Fuller, Neil and McWilliam of the Illawarra Canoe Club and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Women’s K1 at the Australian Championships.

3. Peter Grey Trophy (MC1)
Awarded for

· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s C1 at the Australian Championships
4. Melbourne Canoe Club (WC1) Trophy
Donated by Melbourne Canoe Club and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Women’s C1 at the Australian Championships
5. Songberg / Nelson Trophy (MC2)
Donated by Gary Nelson and Kevin Songberg and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s C2 at the Australian Championships
6. Canoes Plus State Trophy 
Donated by Canoes Plus and awarded for:

· The wining state on 3:2:1 points basis at the Australian Championships. 
· If an athlete competes in more than one event only their best result will count for the calculation of points for this trophy.

· When an athlete competes in two categories their non-counting results are excluded for the purpose of points calculation.

· Only individual events are included.
· Competitors may earn points in only one event

· All competitors automatically gain points for their state 
· If an Athlete earns the same rank in an event, they will be awarded the points for the event that occurs first in the program. The next unranked Athlete will take the third rank place in the second event and the other Athletes will be re ranked”

The following trophies are awarded from the results of racing in the Australian Age Championships on Day 1 (Saturday - two runs)
7. PNSW - Best Performing MK1 (Junior) (Previously called NSW Canoeing Inc Trophy)
Donated by Paddle NSW (formerly NSW Canoeing) and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s Junior K1 at the Australian Age Championships.
8. Fox Family Trophy - Best Performing WK1 (Junior)
Donated by the Fox family and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Women’s Junior K1 at the Australian Age Championships.
9. The Judy Boocock Trophy (MC1 Junior)
Donated by the Boocock family and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s Junior C1 at the Australian Age Championships.
10. Lawrence Family Trophy (WC1 Junior)
Donated by the Lawrence family and awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Women’s Junior C1 at the Australian Age Championships.
11. Best Performing MC2 (Junior) 
Awarded for:

· Lowest score (best result) in Men’s Junior C2 at the Australian Age Championships.
The Following two Trophies are awarded from the results of the Club and School Age Championship racing on Day 2 (Sunday - Single run event)
12. ACAWA Club Trophy – Champion Club Trophy
Donated by Paddle WA (formerly the Amateur Canoe Association of Western Australia) and awarded for:

· The club winning the highest number of individual gold medals at the Australian Club & School Age Championships. 

· To be clear teams events are not counted
· Each gold medal is worth one point.
13. GLW (Galloway, Linden, Woodward) Champion School Trophy
Donated by Robyn Galloway, Mandy Linden and Danielle Woodward and awarded for:
· The school gaining the most points at the Australian Club & School Age Championships
· Points are awarded on a 3:2:1 basis.
· Each school can only earn points once in any event. To be clear each school can only have one counting result in each event. 
· The age group of U12 and U19 will run with less Athletes than a valid event. U18 are not “rolled up” to the U19 age group. To enter U19 the Athlete needs to have attended school in the previous year.

Trophies No longer awarded:
14. Whitebrook State Team Trophy 
Donated by Frank and Doreen Whitebrook and awarded for:

· The state gaining the most points in the nominated slalom event at the National Carnival. The Australian Championships will be the nominated event for this Carnival.

· Points are awarded to nominated State Team members for individual events only on a on a 5:3:2:1 basis. 
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
